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Muckleshoot Gelebrates Another Record Year for

Education During the Graduation Season 0‘2019 |

MUCKLESHOOT — We all gathered together on the evening of
Friday, June 7, 2019 in the Muckleshoot Tribal School Gymnasium
to celebrate an all-time record number of high school graduates (42)
during the course of the 2018-2019 academic year.

Since we opened our beautiful Muckleshoot Tribal School campus
nearly ten years ago, our total number of high school graduates is
214. To put this in perspective, the nine year period from 2001-2009,
a total of 32 students graduated at the old tribal school.

This means that the old tribal school averaged 3.5 high school grad-
uates each year for the nine years (2001-2009) before our Muckle-
shoot Tribal School moved to its new campus in September 20009.

The graduation of 42 more high school seniors for the 2018-2019
academic year continues our yearly trend of increasing the number
of students graduating from our Muckleshoot Tribal School. In fact,
for the past ten years (June 2010 through June 2019), MTS is now
averaging 21 high school graduates per year.

This was an amazing year for our Muckleshoot Tribal School
graduates and we are all extremely proud of their incredible accom-
plishments.
